Murfreesboro played a decisive rolein the Civil War and suffered the loss of many of its
people and much of its architecture. However, in the early 20th century, Murfreesboro regained its momentum and
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began to rebuild. Many of the buildings from this era till exist today and stand as great reminders of the towns past.
